Laboratory, Code 19. Jack said, “ The Artic, after all, is an ocean, and the
US Navy must know how to operate there just like any other ocean. If we
don’t do that, we’re leaving that strategic area open to our adversaries.”.
The facility was used extensively in the 1950’s to provide data for major
under-ice operations by US Navy submarines. It serves as the western
world’s only test bed for full-scale studies of the physical properties of nat-
ural sea ice and the effectiveness of penetration of ice from below (such as
a submarine surfacing through the ice).

Frank Patrick White, borth 9 September 1923, died 30 July 2006. He
served in the US Navy during World War II from May 1943 to December
1945 . He was a Torpedoman’s Mate aboard the USS SEA POACHER
(SS406)

Frank was born in Brooklyn, NY and was raised in West New York.
NJ.  His parents were William & Mary White. He also had a sister,
Margaret, and two brothers; William & Edward.

Frank graduated from Palisades High School in 1941 and that is
where he met his sweetheart, Muriel Ann Brennan. They were married on
20 September 1942. He had gone to work for Todd shipyards in 1941but
was drafted for military service in 1943 and chose the Navy. He went to
Submarine duty and served in the Pacific making several war patrols in
SEA POACHER. He was proud of fighting for his country during the most
difficult of times for 2 years, 11 months, and 11 days. After service he
returned to NJ and resumed working for Todd shipyard until he retired in
1987 with 46 years of dedicated service. He retired as the company’s
Chief Estimator. Frank and Muriel, along with their three sons moved to
Westminster, California via a Todd Shipyard Company transfer. They lived
there for a long time until they sold the house and moved to Fountain
Valley. Frank became a valued member of the L.A. Chapter of U.S.
Submarine Veterans of WWII. He and Muriel served as co-Presidents in
1991-1992 year. Frank also volunteered to be the Boat Flower Chairman
at the Memorial Site until distance and ill health forced him to request a
relief. 

He had developed a hernia that required surgery in July. During his
recovery period in a hospital, Frank suffered a heart attack. He was alone
in his room and was unconscious for a significant period before the med-
ical staff discovered his condition. He died from the effects of the heart
problem. Frank had a Memorial Service on August 1st, 2006 at the Holy
Family Church in Seal Beach.

Robert Kemble Rittenhouse Worthington was born in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on March 25, 1915. He graduated
from the U.S. Naval Academy in 1938 near the top of his class
and he ranked first in the Submarine School class of 1940 where
he earned the Spears Prize. He was in the submarine service for
the greater part of his naval career.

When Pearl Harbor was attacked by the Japanese,
Worthington was an officer in the USS SILVERSIDES. The ship
quickly retaliated and was responsible for sinking over 100,000
tons of enemy shipping, including two submarines, earning
twelve battle stars. The daring exploits of the SILVERSIDES
formed the basis for the movie “Run Silent, Run Deep.” When
the war ended, he was commanding officer of USS BALAO,
which fired the last shots of the war when she sank an enemy
freighter off Honshu, Japan. Worthington received the Silver
Star, three  Bronze stars, and the Navy Cross as well as many
campaign and commendation ribbons for his heroism and lead-
ership under fire. 

After the war, he received an M.S. in Physics and
Electronics from UCLA and later attended the National War
College.

Worthington went on to more dramatic exploits as captain of
USS TUSK. In 1949, his ship was responsible for rescuing the
crew of the USS COCHINO, which sank after a battery explosion
